FAQ’s
Do I have to compete in and win a preliminary competition in order to 

compete in the national pageant? 
Pennsylvania does have a state competition that you must compete in order to go to the 
national pageant. Other states may or may not have local preliminaries available in your 
area, if there is not a preliminary pageant in your state  apply directly with the national 

office. 

How long does it take to receive my sash and crown? 
Once the sash is ordered it generally takes 3-6 weeks for production. 

Is there a minimum amount of tickets I am required to sell? 
Yes, there is a 2 ticket requirement foreach contestant to be sold.

When do tickets go on sale? 
Tickets typically go on sale 2-4 weeks prior to the pageant. You will be notified when they 

go on  sale and given instructions on how to purchase tickets.

Do children under 5 need a ticket? 
YES! EVERYONE needs a ticket. 

Will the pageant be televised? 
We are hoping for a Live Stream, details TBA. 

Are there any required rehearsals prior to the pageant?
No. All rehearsals will take place during pageant weekend.  Optional workshop tentatively 

scheduled for August.

How do I sell advertisements in the program book to raise money 
towards my pageant expenses? 

Once you are registered as a contestant, you will be provided a sponsorship letter to 
present to businesses, friends and family whom may wish to support you by either 

purchasing an advertisement to simply wish you good luck or to promote and highlight 
their business!
